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WYOMING 
Variety trial results are now available from the Wyoming trials. You can access the three available trials, Platte County dryland, Laramie County irrigated, and Crook County dryland here. The Stateline dryland trial was lost to poor emergence, and subsequent hail; the Laramie County dryland was lost to hail.
We strongly advise you to examine more than one year of variety trial data before making varietal decisions. The 2010 winter wheat variety trial are located here (you must click on the county you wish to view). The 2009 variety trial data are located here.
The 2010 Wyoming Crop Improvement Association Directory is located here. It contains a list of available varieties and winter wheat seed growers and conditioners in Wyoming.
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COLORADO
The Colorado Wheat Variety Database, available here, has been updated with 2001 yield data incorporated. Please be aware that the PC version is 21 MB, the Mac version is 38 MB. We encourage you to look at CO050322 (a variety the Crop Research Foundation of Wyoming is considering releasing), CO06424, which will shortly be renamed 'Byrd', to be released by Colorado Wheat, in part because of Ug99 strip rust resistance. Ripper is another Colorado variety with Ug99 resistance. CO050337-2 is another variety that we and Kansas Wheat Alliance are looking at closely.
Scott Haley, wheat breeder at CSU, also has a publication 'Making Better Decisions: 2011 Colorado Winter Wheat Variety Trials', which contains 2011, and two and three year averages for varieties in the Colorado trials. Page 9 of the Making Better Decisions also contains site results; you may be particularly interested in viewing the data from New Raymer, CO.
